double click the file Cor-
nucop.bmp. 

Now choose Photo Stitch 

1 and color. 

Click NEXT in the next 
two boxes and FINISH in 
the last box.

Just save the file as Cor-

nicop.pes and your ready 
to sew.

has included 
sweeps of thread 

colors as layers to 

the design. There 
are a number of 
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intended for Image conver-
sions.  This is why your de-
signs do not really come out 
very clear.   

For about a year now, I have 
been using an image conver-
sion software that does an 
excellent job of converting 
most any type of image to 
.bmp.  It also resizes and 
renames the file. 

The great thing is that you 
can download it for free. 

A problem that I run into of-
ten is that the image that I 
need to use is in a format 
that PE Design does not rec-
ognize.  It seems that a lot of 
images are being saved in the 
.png format.   

I have taught many of you to 
use the Paint program that is 
located in the accessories 
folder on your computer.  
This program is not very so-
phisticated and is really not 

It lets you make five conversions 

for free and is very affordable if 

you choose to purchase it. 

The software is called ReaCon-

verter and can be found by click-

ing this link.

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The Point Edit tool is used to make our designs unique. Points however, are not all the same.  Their appearance tells us what 

type of point they are.  Below are the Edit Points that are found in Design Center.  All of the pictures except the bottom right are 

from the Figure Handle Stage.  The bottom right is from the Sew Setting Stage. I will give you other points in following issues. 

The slightly 

grey edit point 

appears right 

after you choose 

the Edit Point 

tool.  It appears 

on all edit 

points. 

The hollow 

black square 

appears after the 

line has been 

selected. 

The filled black 

square appears 

after the point 

has been se-

lected. 

The hollow red 

square appears 

when the line 

has been se-

lected and 

where a point on 

that line inter-

sects with three 

or more lines. 

The point must 

be a merged 

point. 

When the above 

point has been 

selected it turns 

a filled red. 

When you move 

to the Sew Set-

ting Stage and 

turn on Preview 

(under Display) 

the points will 

be the filled 

black square.

any attribute settings you 

have applied to it. 

When you want to maintain 

all of the Sewing Attributes 

that you have previously as-

signed you use the following 

method to change colors: 

Choose the Region Tool. 

Hover the curser over the 

region that you want to 

change color  and RIGHT 

mouse click.   

This will change the Thread 

Color Spool on the attributes 

line.  In other words it picked 

up that color and makes it the 

new assigned color at the 

same time.

(You are in the final stage of 

Design Center , which is the 

Sew Setting Stage.) 

How do you change a thread 

color to a region in Design 

Center after it has already 

been assigned a color? 

As you know you apply the 

Region Thread Colors in De-

sign Center by clicking within 

the Region, with the  Region 

Tool. (first tool) 

If you click on a region that 

already has a color assigned 

to it, you will change that  

utes Setting box will open 

and display the selected re-

gion’s settings.  Since you do 

not wish to change them, you 

can just close it. 

Now click on the Thread Color 

Spool to open the Thread 

chart and select the new 

color. (You also see the 

Thread Color Information or 

color number in the bottom 

left of the thread chart.) 

This way you keep the sew 

setting and only change the 

thread color. 

This is also a really cool way 

to determine what thread 

color you have assigned to a 

region. In case you forgot 

which color you selected.
